University to host international 
deaf history events June 18-22 

Because the historical study of deaf 
people is a relatively new field, Gal­
laudet's College of Arts and Sciences 
and its History Department are host­
ing two informative events this June 
to give exposure to this rich facet of 
history that has been all but neglect­
ed until recently. 

The First International Conference 
on Deaf History June 20-22 will pro­
vide an opportunity for deaf history 
enthusiasts from around the globe to 
gather. The conference will be 
preceded by ''A Short Course on 
Deaf History" on June 18 and 19, a 

Deaf TV viewers

Deaf television viewers of all ages 
have the opportunity to enjoy an in­
creased selection of shows, thanks to 
the recent addition of a number of 
closed-captioned programs. 

A three-year U.S. Department of 
Education grant totaling $4.2 million 
will enable the National Captioning 
Institute (NCI) of Falls Church, Va., to 
bring deaf TV watchers an additional 
14.5 hours of captioned syndicated 
programming through "Inside Edi­
tion," "A Current Affair," "The Ar­
senio Hall Show," "Entertainment 
Tonight," and "Entertainment This 
Week." 

The grant also will give deaf chil­
dren more options for TV entertain­
ment. The Department of Education 
grant and additional funding to NCI 
from program producers, advertisers, 
the AT&T Foundation, and CBS televi­
sion will permit deaf children to tune in

one-graduate-credit course designed 
to offer an intensive survey of history 
in the deaf community. 

The intent of the conference is to 
provide the opportunity for scholars 
and amateur deaf history buffs to 
meet, compare research findings, and 
discuss the future of the field of deaf 
history. Attendees also will discuss 
founding a formal organization and a 
periodical related to the subject . 

Plans for the conference grew out 
of a session at The Deaf Way Confer­
ence and Festival where people in­
terested in deaf history supported 
having a formal gathering of histori­
ans and other enthusiasts. 

Although the list of presenters for 
the conference is incomplete, speak­
ers who have accepted invitations in­
clude Jack Gannon, author of Deaf 
Heritage, the pioneering study of the 
American deaf community; Peter 
Jackson, a deaf Englishman and 
author of the recently published 
book Britain's Deaf Heritage; Harlan 
Lane, a noted lecturer and author of 
When the Mind Hears; and Bernard 
Truffaut, a deaf French historian and 
editor. 

The short course on deaf history 
will offer techniques on historical 
research and writing and make stu­
dents familiar with published 
research . The primary instructors will 
be Gallaudet History Department 
professors Dr. John Schuchman and 
Dr. John Van Cleve, who is also the 
department's chairman.

VAX Notes service offers list 
of campus departments' activities 

Gallaudet computer users with VAX 
connections can keep up to date on 
the multitude of activities scheduled 
by various University departments by 
accessing the campus calendar listing. 

CAMPCAL, as it is called, was set 
up at the beginning of the fall 
semester by the President's Office 
through the VAX Notes Conference 
Bulletin Board to list events of in­
terest to the campus community, to 
help departments schedule their ac­
tivities so that they don't conflict 
with others, and to let planners know 
what facilities are available to them 
on specific dates and times. 

According to Kubby Rashid, a spe­
cial projects intern in the President's 
Office and coordinator of CAMPCAL, 
the calendar was set up " because 
there has been a demand for this sort 
of thing for the past year or two, 
since the University has so many 
departments and all of them schedule 
their own events.'' 

Rashid said that so far, a good 
number of people on campus are 
reading the calendar and adding 
items to it regularly. She hopes that 
many more computer users will ac­
cess the program once they become 
acquainted with it . 

To call up CAMPCAL, follow the 
same procedures used to access E­
mail. When the dollar sign prompt 
appears, type in NOTES. First-time 
CAMPCAL users must then type ADD 

ENTRY CAMPCAL to add it to their 
individual menu of services. Then 
type OPEN CAMPCAL, which is the 
command to call up the calendar at 
all subsequent accesses. Next, type in 
DIR to get the directory of dates 
listed. 

Currently, there are 225 topics in 
the calendar, one for each date 
through May 31, 1991. For the date 
you would like to check, type in the 
corresponding topic number. Then, 
look in the upper right corner of the 
screen to see the number of replies 
listed. Hit the "enter" (return) key to 
read the items entered on that date. 
You can type DIR any time you 
would like to return to the directory. 

To exit, type EX at the NOTES 
prompt, and then follow the regular 
procedures for logging off VAX. 

Posting an event is done by send­
ing an E-mail message to KKRASHID. 
Messages do not have to be a specific 
length, said Rashid, but they should 
include the date, time, place, who 
will present the event, the subject of 
the event, a brief summary, and 
whether it is open to the general 
public or by invitation only. 

Rashid said that she posts events 
on the calendar as soon as she 
receives them, · but she suggests that 
information be submitted approxi­
mately one month ahead of time so 
that people will have ample time to 
plan to attend. 

Union Institute appoints first 
faculty member from Gallaudet 

Dr. Larry Stewart, an associate 
professor in Gallaudet's Department 
of Psychology, was recently appoint­
ed as the University's first faculty 
member to The Union Institute. 

The institute, which is based in 
Cincinnati, Ohio, is an accredited, 
non campus program for profession­
als to further their academic pursuits 
outside of a traditional classroom set­
ting through independent studies 
based on their own individual needs. 
Most participants at Union Institute 
are pursuing doctoral degrees. 

Stewart, who teaches in Gallaudet's 
new clinical psychology doctoral pro­
gram, will work part time with Union 
Institute, teaching and serving as a men­
tor for doctoral students, planning 
and participating in colloquia and 
seminars, and participating on commit­
tees. He also is planning a special 
seminar on disabilities with another 
Union Institute faculty member. 

Stewart said he decided to apply 
for the position, which was adver­
tised last spring, because of "my

"I am strongly committed to seeking 
a variety of doctoral degree opportuni­
ties available to deaf individuals and 
hearing people who work with the 
deaf community but who may not, for 
one reason or another, be in a position 
to pursue traditional doctoral studies," 
said Stewart. 

Stewart said that he was notified by 
Union Institute's dean and provost in 
late November that he had been select­
ed to join the faculty. He will begin 
his duties this month. Stewart stressed 
that his work load at Gallaudet will re­
main unchanged.
