INTERNATIONAL FLAG UNVEILED

On December 8, an international flag
for the deaf was unveiled at MSSD in
* the presence of members of Gallaudet
College, the National Associatidn of
the Deaf, representatives from the
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare and MSSD students. Warren
Coryell, a graduate of MSSD and now a
prep student at the College, began de-
signing the flag last year.

Created as an international symbol,
the colors have a special meaning. Red
stands for courage, blue for loyalty
and both combined represent freedom.

The yellow symbolizes the rising sun ---
a better future for the deaf. 1In addi-
tion, the red and blue honor France ---
the homeland of Abbe de 1'Epee, a pioneer
in the education of the deaf. The em-
blem of the flag is .that of the World
Federation of the Deaf. '"Spiritus
Surdus" and '"Laborate Una Pro Cras
Meliore," the inscription of the banner,
means '""Deaf Power' and "Working Together
for a Better Tomorrow.'

The flag will be kept at MSSD until
March 1972 when members of the NAD will
take it to Rome for the board meeting
of the World Federation of the Deaf
where it is hoped the WFD will accept
the flag as its official bannmer.
