COURSES IN DEAF STUDIES ADDED TO 
CURRICULUM AT GALIAUDET 

Gallaudet has been gradually
adding courses specifically related 
to the deaf and deafness to the 
undergraduate program in order to 
expand the students' understanding of 
their own handicap as well as to open 
up the problems of the deaf to the 
hearing world. 

The following courses are now being 
offered for undergraduate credit: 

Sociology of the Deaf: A survey of 
current writing on deafness. Appli­
cation of sociological concepts to 
deafness. Students conduct a research 
project involving the collection of 
data and preparation of a report. 

Principles of Audiology: An ad­
vanced course in the study of hearing 
and deafness. This includes considera­
tion of anatomy and physiology of the 
auditory mechanism and the measurement 
of hearing. Medical, psychological, 
educational, and social aspects of deaf­
ness are explored. 

Sign Language Translation for the 
Theatre: Creative work in different 
styles of signing will be composed 
and selected from prose, poetry, and 
drama for study. Translation and 
adaptation of a major work into a 
vehicle appropriate for a theatre of 



the deaf. 
The Deaf in Literature: Concentration 

on works about deafness and about deaf 
authors; the first concentration is 
literature, then deafness in literature.
