CONGRATULATIONS TO GALLAUDET'S SECRETARIES
Recently the Office of General Services
completed a clerical and secretarial skills
test validation study. This project was
undertaken to insure that the typing skills,

clerical skills and experience levels required

of applicants for clerical and secretarial
positions on campus were equitable ones.
The study involved approximately one-half
of the College's clerical and secretarial
workforce, each of whom took at least three
different typing tests and two clerical
skills tests. Gally secretaries consistently
scored higher than other groups across the
country to whom these same tests were given.
In fact, 85% of the secretaries at Gally
typed 50 wpm or more with a high degree of
accuracy and over 507 typed 62 wpm or more.
The college's current maximum required typing
speed is 65 wpm for Administrative Secretary
positions.

Along with the test, the sample group was

also asked to complete a detailed questionnaire

about their job tasks, their backgrounds and
their skills. The following picture of the
average secretary at Gally emerges: she is a
hearing female in her early thirties with a
little over a year of education beyond high
school. She has approximately six years of
work experience, is likely to have a male
supervisor and probably does her typing on
an IBM correcting selectric.
