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COMBINED FEDERAL CAMPAIGN 
Dr. Edward C. Merrill, Jr. opened the 

Combined Federal Campaign for the faculty 
and staff at Gallaudet at a meeting of 
the keyworkers on October 17. Eileen 
Roper, of MSSD, is Coordinator for the 
campus campaign to raise funds to support 
the 182 CFC agencies. Gallaudet has set 
its goal to raise $13,000 in the campaign 
which will end on November 10. 

This once-a-year campaign supports 
163 United Way agencies in the National 
Capital Area, 13 national health agencies 
and six international service agencies. 
By combining the solicitations for these 
agencies into one campaign the CFC is able 
to hold the campaign and administrative 
expenses to about 3½% of the funds raised. 

It is estimated that one out of every 
three persons in the metropolitan area 
received services from United Way agencies 
last year. Because so many services are 
covered in this once-a-year campaign, 
substantial gifts are needed. Donors 
should consider making their contributions 

by payroll deduction to make the giving 
easier. All donations are tax deductible, 
and can be given to the general fund, 
designated to one or more specific agency 
or partly designated and partly general.
